The timpanist for
the Mozart Mass on Trinity Sunday, Danny
Frank, was one of Lew’s band students at what
was then Turkey Foot Junior High School (now
Turkey Foot Middle), and credits Lew for inspir-
ing him to choose a career as a band director.
